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I. CALL TO ORDER 
Mayor Solum called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. by leading the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. ADOPT AGENDA
Council member Rohland moved to adopt the agenda, seconded by Council member Folstad, all in favor, motion carried.
III. CONSENT AGENDA

Council member Rohland moved to approve the consent agenda with the exception to move “new signs for the Fest Building Park, the grant through the school for a guide for parents to create conversations with their children”, to Mayor/Council under VII; seconded by Council member Edgington, all in favor, motion carried.

V. OLD BUSINESS
Sherburne Gronne Dekar.
Council members and Nate Sherburne discussed several possibilities to try and come to an agreement to get this new development established.  The final option agreed upon will be leaving the gravel road as-is until after all 5 lots are sold. Sherburne will maintain that road until it is paved in the future, with no timeline specified for when the street will be completed by the city. The city will assess each lot 20% of the street, curb, gutter costs, for all 5 lots that would equal 100% assessments.  Details of this agreement will be worked out between Sherburne, the City’s financial advisor Mike Bubany, City Administrator Jana Elton and the City Engineer Tim Hruska.  Once all the information is obtained, it will be brought back to the council for further discussion.
Feral cats update.
Amanda Myhre gave the council an update from the TNR program (Tag, Neuter, Release) where Camp Companion and herself went ahead and completed the project that the council requested to postpone.  Myhre stated that Camp Companion paid for these services.  Myhre specified that her resignation from this position that was sent to council on May 17th, 2023, is a resignation from the animal control position, not just the TNR program.  Myhre stated she has already been compensated through July and she will be done working after that.  Council member Turner motioned to accept the resignation, seconded by Council member Rohland, all in favor, motion carried.
Liquor license fees.
Council member Turner motioned for the Liquor Off Sale to be $150.00, Liquor On Sale $550.00 and Sunday Sales to be $100.00, seconded by Council member Rohland, all in favor, motion carried.
